


Bayrunner Shuttle will add 12 shuttle trips between Frederick and  BWI Airport, for total of 16 trips daily
Hourly service will vastly expand travel options in area

Frederick, MD.  Bayrunner Shuttle, which began service in Frederick and western Maryland in January, today announced a major expansion for its western headquarters city of Frederick. 

Beginning April 3, 2011, Bayrunner will offer shuttles every hour between the Frederick Transit center, Frederick Airport, and BWI Thurgood Marshall Airport and  Amtrak station. Shuttles will depart the Transit center beginning at 5:15am, and the airport at 5:30am, and every hour thereafter until 8:15pm and 8:30pm. Travel time to/from BWI will be approximately 1 hour.

Shuttles will return from BWI beginning at 7:00 am, and continue hourly through 10:00pm.

All shuttles, which will operate on a reservation basis, will run daily, including weekends. Bayrunner uses Nissan Quest minivans and Chevy Express 15 passenger vans, and employs licensed and experienced drivers. Wi Fi will be available for free on all trips. Free parking is available at the Bayrunner's Frederick Airport headquarters at 1341 Hughes Ford Rd.

Bayrunner Shuttle is a licensed Amtrak Thruway carrier, and reservations for the entire trip from Frederick can also be made at www.amtrak.com. 

One way fares are $37 for one person and $61 for two travelling together.
